Este curso oferece aos alunos um aprofundamento nos estudos antropoldgicos, a partir de
uma selecdo de temas, autores e tendéncias tedricas centrais a constituigdo da disciplina.
Prop6em aos alunos percursos bibliograficos e buscam capacitad-los a construir os seus
proprios.

OBJETIVOS

E objetivo deste curso estimular a reflexdo sobre alguns dos principais debates
antropoldgicos contemporaneos, através de uma discussao aprofundada de obras e autores
fundamentais da histdria da disciplina, sobretudo a partir da segunda metade do século
passado. Ndo obstante a abrangéncia de temas e questdes que serdo abordados ao longo do
semestre, a disciplina focard em discussdes sobre as possibilidades de producdo do
conhecimento antropolégico face a consideracdes sobre desafios etnograficos iluminados
por (e iluminadores de) analises simbodlicas da vida social (e, em especial, da prépria
antropologia, em um movimento auto reflexivo). O curso visa estimular a analise de
questBes cruciais em teoria antropoldgica, menos do que proporcionar apenas uma
abordagem descritiva, ou mesmo considerada “canonica”, de algumas das principais obras
e autores. Desta maneira, espera-se que temas centrais da disciplina sejam compreendidos a
luz do estudo sobre as formas como diversos autores, em contextos pos-coloniais, lidaram
com 0s questionamentos provenientes do cruzamento tanto dos problemas de suas
pesquisas, como da trajetoria dos mesmos.

AVALIACAO

E requisito a leitura dos textos selecionados para a bibliografia de base, uma vez que as
aulas serdo desenvolvidas com o debate constante entre docente e alunos. A avaliacdo
consistira da participacdo integral em sala de aula e de um trabalho final, versando sobre
questdes e temas tratados ao longo do semestre. O trabalho devera ter de 15 a 20 péaginas e
devera ser entregue ao final do curso. Na metade do semestre o0s alunos deverdo apresentar
a proposta e um texto preliminar.
