Ementa: O objetivo desta disciplina é explorar debates antropoldgicos sobre as relacoes
entre troca e politica, tomando como foco as diferentes formas de circulagdo ou
retencdo de pessoas, coisas e conhecimentos.

Na primeira, serdo discutidos trabalhos antropoldgicos classicos e contemporaneos
sobre troca, valor e politica. No intuito de articular os problemas tedricos a producao
etnografica que a tem alimentado, serd dada especial atencdo a leitura de algumas
monografias importantes da antropologia melanesista. Na unidade Il, o foco se
deslocara para as terras baixas da América do Sul. A partir da leitura de trabalhos
dedicados a povos de distintas regides e familias linguisticas, pretende-se experimentar
como materiais amerindios podem ser colocados em dialogo com o0s problemas
etnograficos e conceituais levantados nos debates sobre o dom. Espera-se, em
particular, examinar em que medida tais debates permitiriam repensar a pertinéncia de
conceitos como “redes”, “sistemas”, “complexos”, “nebulosas”, entre outros, para a
descricdo e analise de contextos multiétnicos e/ou multicomunitarios na Amazonia.
