Cosmologias, epistemologias, géneros discursivos e culturais, rituais e praticas
institucionais direcionam a atencdo coletiva para elementos especificos da vida social.
Visibilidades sao criadas e destruidas nos processos de interacgdo social. Esta semidtica da
visibilidade afeta percepc¢des coletivas e experiéncias sociais, o que tém implica¢bes
importantes na configuragdo de imagindrios politicos. Tais manipulagbes e
transformacbes semidticas definem contextos de significacdo, e, por conseqiiéncia,
afetam a forma como atores sociais reconhecem e entendem suas possibilidades de
acao. O objetivo do curso é explorar o papel constitutivo da linguagem e da figuracao
semidtica em processos politicos e sociohistdricos. Sistemas semidticos - dentre os quais
a linguagem - serao estudados como mediadores na dialética cultural da criacao de novos
conceitos, mas também como objeto e locus de manipulagcdo estratégica dos atores
sociais em processos politicos e culturais.
