Programa 

A disciplina apresenta um conjunto de autores ingleses que, na segunda metade do século XVII, 
se destacaram no nascimento da Filosofia Moderna. Tais autores continuaram o processo de 
crítica ao aristoteliesmo da escola iniciado por Francis Bacon e pelos novatores parisienses. 
Destacaram-se especialmente em filosofia da natureza e escreveram sobre a necessidade de 
novos fundamentos para o conhecimento. A disciplina apresenta o debate historiográfico do 
período por meio da análise de documentos e livros antigos.
