Se a marca da antropologia nos anos setenta era a “identidade”, vinte anos
depois € a sua diluicdo que estd posta em cena. A circulagdo - de sentidos, de gente, de
significados, e sua mistura - € agora o tema preferido dos antrop6logos. [Ver, por exemplo,
J-L.Amselle, 1990, Logiques métisses: Anthropologie de l’identité en Afrique et ailleurs;
