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A Sociologia da China Contemporanea:
No contexto dos BRICS e a Globalizacdo

Ementa

A disciplina visa trazer uma reflexdo sociologica sobre a globalizagdo,
concentrando sobre suas dimensdes ‘Sul-Sul.” Uma constatagdo ¢ a dificuldade na
compreensao do outro. O que leva a questdo como praticar atividades no mundo
globalizado sem compreensdao adequada de nossos parceiros? Sera que este nao
entendimento levaria inevitavelmente a um conflito de civilizagdes (Huntington)? O
principal foco da disciplina seréd estudos socioldgicos da China, elaborados naquele pais,
com énfase na producdo académica recente. Os alunos aprenderdo ndo apenas sobre
como os socidlogos tentam interpretar as transformagdes do pais, mas também sobre as
metodologias e teorias mobilizadas pela pesquisa socioldgica chinesa, € como este
conhecimento ¢ apresentado de modo a permitir o dialogo com outros, inclusive aqueles
em paises em desenvolvimento. Aos alunos sera apresentado uma série de retratos
sociolodgicos originais de dindmicas sociais diferentes daquele pais, suas transformagdes
recentes € as perspectivas para uma compreensdo mais complexa dos processos de
globalizagdo. (A disciplina sera oferecida on-line, e a maior parte das aulas serd dada por
professores chineses em inglés, a oferta ¢ uma constru¢do inédita do Instituto de
Sociologia da Academia Chinesa de Ciéncias Sociais (IS-CASS)e a Unicamp, e
promovido pelo CASS-Unicamp Centro de Estudos sobre a China.)

The Sociology of Contemporary China:
In the Context of the BRICS and of Globalization

Course Outline

This discipline will bring together a series of reflections on globalization,
concentrating on its South-South dimensions. The difficulties in understanding ‘the other’
stand out. This finding leads to the question of how can globalization can be carried
forward without an adequate comprehension of our partners? Will such incomprehension



inevitably lead to a clash of civilizations (Huntington)? The principle focus of this
discipline will be sociological studies of China, carried out in that country and which
emphasize recent academic production. Students will learn not only about how
sociologists attempt to understand the transformations of their country, but also about the
methods and theories mobilized in sociological research, and how knowledge is presented
to permit dialogue with others, including those in developing countries. Students will be
presented with a series of original portrayals of different social dynamics of China, its
recent transformations, and with perspectives that permit the production of a more
complex understanding of globalization processes. (The discipline will be offered on-line,
in an original effort by the Institute of Sociology of the Chinese Academy of Social
Sciences (IS-CASS) and Unicamp, promoted by the CASS-Unicamp Center for Studies
on China. The majority of lectures will be given by Chinese professors in English).
